NAVODAYA VIDYALAYA SCHEME

Introduction

In accordance with the National Policy of Educatid®86) Government of India
started Jawahar Navodaya Vidyalayas (JNVs). Prigstém JNVs are spread in 27
States and 7 Union Territories. These are co-enunzdt residential schools fully
financed and administered by Government of Indiaouph an autonomous
organization, Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti. AdmissiamgNVs are made through the
JAWAHAR NAVODAYA SELECTION TEST (JNVST) at Class VI. The medium
of instruction in JNVs is the mother tongue or ocggil language up to Class VIII and
English thereafter for Maths and Science and Hiod5ocial Science. Students of the
JNVs appear for X and Xll class examinations of @entral Board of Secondary
Education. While education in the schools is freeluding boarding, lodging,
uniforms and textbooks, a nominal fee of Rs.20@f- ponth will have to be paid by
the children from IX to Xl class. However, childrdelonging to SC/ST, Girls and
Physically Handicapped and from the families whoseme is below poverty line are
exempted from payment of fees.

Objective of the Scheme

() To provide good quality modern education includagstrong component of
culture, inculcation of values, awareness of therenment, adventure activities
and physical education to the talented childrexd@m@nantly from rural areas.

(i) To ensure that students attain a reasonable lefvedompetency in three
languages.

(i) To promote national integration through migrationstudents from Hindi to
non-Hindi speaking State and vise-versa.

(iv) To serve in each district as focal point for imprment of quality of school
education in general through sharing of experieaceisfacilities.

Until admission, the selection is provisional.

3.b) In case of any dispute, the decision of Navaddilyalaya Samiti shall be final and
binding on the candidates.

3.c) Marks obtained by candidates (both selected amsklected) in the test are not
communicated.

3.d) There is no provision for re-evaluation of theswer scripts. Since the result is
processed through computer and sufficient carakert to ensure accuracy through
various checks in processing the result, no reqfmeste-totaling of marks will be
entertained.
